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6. Select OK, and the new site will be created and listed under your server as shown 
below.

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7. Next, some configuration settings need to be changed. Under the IIS section, double 
click on ASP. The ASP Properties screen is displayed.

8. Expand Session Properties. 
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9. PaperVision.net Enterprise does not make use of IIS session state. This greatly 
enhances the performance of the PaperVision.net Enterprise application. As such, set 
Enable Session State to a value of False.

10. Click the Apply link (top, right corner of the IIS Manager). 

11. Click your site in the left pane to display the configuration options again. 
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12. Under the IIS section, double click on Authentication. The Authentication

the IIS Manager).

19. Enter the User name and Password (with a confirmed password) of the account 
discussed in the Security Considerations section at the beginning of Appendix F, 
and then click OK. 

20. Click OK to save the Application Pool Identity settings. 
21. If you are running PaperVision Enterprise on a 64-bit operating system, set the 

General – Enable 32-Bit Applications value to True.

This setting is only available on 64-bit operating systems. 

22. Click OK to save the Application Pool Advanced Settings. 

23. Recycle (stop and restart) the application pool by selecting the Recycle link (in the 
top, right corner of the IIS Manager.
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
